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Ruston Way Tunnel scheduled to close for two weeks

Tacoma/Ruston – Drivers who regularly use the Ruston Way tunnel to travel between Ruston and Tacoma will need to plan an alternate route starting the morning of Thursday, Nov. 12, 2009.

Construction crews will completely close Ruston Way in the vicinity of the old ASARCO smelter site and tunnel for approximately two weeks beginning at 7 a.m. on Thursday Nov. 12 to 5 p.m. on Wednesday, Nov. 25 to install and replace sewer and stormwater utilities as part of the development of Point Ruston.  

This is the first stage of a $15.5 million road and utility project that will rebuild Ruston Way along the project site and decommission the Ruston vehicle tunnel.

Detour signs will be posted along Ruston Way, Pearl Street and connecting streets to direct drivers along the detour routes.  Signed detours will direct traffic along N. 30th Street and N. 46th Street off Pearl Street and N. 30th Street and N. Alder Street off Ruston Way.  

Businesses in Ruston, Point Defiance, and along Ruston Way will remain open and accessible during construction.
